Position 42:35:15N 8:60:05W

Here we are anchored at a beautifully sheltered spot half way up the Ria de Arousa. Lovely place and as there are no buoys we are close to the beach. Disappointing last night anchorage off the Island Toxa Grande - strong tide and dirty water, nothing like the photo in the pilotage book.

Yesterday we left Combarro after breakfast and had a good sail in N5/6 winds round to a lunchtime anchorage off Vincent's del Mar on the O Grove peninsular. Then we motor sailed into the Ria de Arousa - masses of viveros everywhere which makes navigation hard. Tuesday was spent in the Ria de Pontevedra anchoring for lunch at as beach between Sanxenxo and Raxo before entering Cambarro marina and exploring this beautiful fishing town which Sally and l had visited before on Ione.

Monday night was spent anchored off the wonderful beach of Isla Cites - no problem with lack of permit.
