We awoke the next day on our buoy to a thick blanket of fog. We couldn’t even see the mooring buoys next to us. We were hoping to head for Benodet, so waited for the fog to clear. 

Around midday it cleared and we decided to go for it. We got out into the open sea and realised that there was a blanket of fog ahead and behind us, and was closing back in. I’m not a fan of fog, and although we have radar etc etc I didn’t fancy what could have ended up as a 10/12 hour trip, coming into a port strewn with rocks at it’s approach.  We stared to head back in, accompanied by other yachts and several small fishing boats. Within minutes we couldn’t see anything at all. We knew there was a yacht near us, but they literally just disappeared. As we re caught the same mooring buoy as the night before, I was so pleased we made the decision to go back!
We didn’t fancy another night of rocking around, (the swell was much greater today.) We planned to go into the port of Audierne. There was only a small tidal window with this port as there are numerous drying sand banks on the approach and in the harbour itself. We headed in at the appropriate time, again there was little room to manoeuvre our boat, and the tidal stream was strong. All the moorings where we could fit were taken, so we had to shout to a yacht to ask if we could come alongside them. We called over and discovered it was our Swedish friends from the day before. They were happy for us to raft them, and we managed it in an acceptable fashion. 

We had a really good laugh with these guys, who were heading for the Canaries, but were having doubts about whether they’d get that far, (I think they were enjoy themselves to much along the way!!!)

We went out for dinner as a treat and I had a really great fish stew, Geoff had chicken with a local cheese on top, which I thought would be fine for him, but the cheese was far to strong for his liking.

Audierne is a great small fishing port, and that’s just what we need for a few days to get ourselves sorted!
